ORCC Instructor Qualifications:
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- Instructors must have been a pilot for a minimum of two years and must be a member of the club.
- Instructors must have participated in the Flight Training Program as assistant instructor for full one flying
season.

- Instructors must have mastered dead-stick landings under any wind direction and condition.

- Instructors must have thorough knowledge of the club rules and regulations.

- Instructors must have good knowledge of radio control, control issues in general, and a thorough
understanding of batteries and their proper maintenance.

- Power instructors must have good knowledge of engines (and/or motors) and their operation.

- Sailplane instructors must be experienced in flight-line layout, safety, and winch operation and
maintenance.

- Instructors must have good knowledge of aeronautical issues in general.

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IMPORTANT NOTICE
The location of the glider field has been changed. The sod is being harvested from the fields where we
normally fly so we have been requested to fly at another field in the area. Effective immediately, no flying is
to be done at the old location. The new location is on the south side of Herbert Corners road between
Manotick Station Road and Stagecoach Road. Herbert Corners road runs east and west, just north of the
old field.

The access is from near the east end of the field and parking will be on the side of Herbert Corners Road. If
there is a north wind, as there was on Sunday, it will be necessary to operate from the far side of the field.
We will be glad that most of the club winches are on wheeled carts. The more prevalent west winds will
make life much easier at this new field. | hope you all get a chance to get out and see the new field before
the season ends.

Wednesday night flying is winding down and anyone who wants to fly on a Wednesday should get in contact
with one of the regular flyers to ensure a winch will be there. The Yahoo group ORCC-G on the internet is a
useful tool for finding out if anybody will be flying.

The ORCC glider flyers were again victorious in the ORCC/MATS challenge. ORCC has won this contest
ten times out of the past eleven years it has been run. For those that don't already know, the Challenge is
one of the premier contests of the season. The four top glider flyers from the ORCC go against the four top
glider flyers from the Montreal Area Thermal Soarers (MATS). The contest format, originally proposed by
Lindsay Blair, has remained unchanged for the 11 years the contest has been run. Four gliders are
launched simultaneously, two from each club, attempting make a seven minute flight in a ten minute window.
A flyer can re-launch as many times as he likes, but must have his plane on the ground when the ten minute
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window closes or he scores zero for the flight. Additional points are awarded for landing in a 1.5 meter
radius circle.

This year the ORCC team was made up of John Blenkinsop, Brian Buchanan, Gudmund Thompson, and
Dick Mills.

On the morning of the contest the weather was much better than had been predicted all week but was still
less than ideal. The sky was mostly overcast with the sun only peeking out now and then. Winds started
out light in the morning and increased during the day to about 20 KPH. The lift was marginal at best with
many of the early rounds being flown without anybody making the full seven minutes. By noon, with half the
rounds completed, the score was very close with ORCC leading by only 1665 points. (ORCC - 17,840
MATS - 16,175)

The first round after the lunch break was disastrous for the ORCC with one member of the team landing out
of bounds and scoring a zero for the round. Consistent flying by the whole ORCC team for the rest of day
resulted in a slim win. The final score was ORCC — 34779 MATS - 33508.

I want thank Jean Gravel, Vince Hendricks, Don Robertson, and Terry Walker for being there to support the
team by shagging chutes, and timing, giving the pilots a much needed break. A special thank you goes out
to Aurele Alain who

agreed to CD the

contest. He did a

great job of enforcing

the rules, running the

computerized scoring

and earning the

respect of both teams

with his even handed

approach.
