This month’s winter build project
is the Dornier 28A, by Aurele
Alain.

I’m always on the lookout for
interesting civilian airplanes.
About 5 years ago, | saw a
picture of the Dornier 28A in a
book and thought “What an ugly
airplane”. It's a 1960’s era twin
engine, STOL airplane with the
engines mounted on a stub wing.
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Well, time passed and after
looking at it a few more times, |
started thinking that it wasn't
so ugly after all. The seeds of
this project were sown. Since
then, I've done a lot of
research on it. The internet is
always a good starting point
and | even found pictures of it
on floats on airliners.net. |

| purchased pictures and a three
view from Scale Model

Research. After carefully
measuring the 3 view | found
that the measurements were
ideal for a model. Then, the
idea was put on the back
burner for a few more years.

Finally, last fall | decided to take the plunge and build it from scratch using my own plans!
The entire project is designed using TurboCad and Compufoil 3D. | started design and

construction in September 2005.

The nacelles and stub wing are the most complex part of the model since they must be
able to handle the flight loads, landing loads and the engine vibration (plus have room for
a fuel tank and throttle servo). The fuselage is strip planked, all 150 individual strips (that
was a lot of work). The wings are built up using balsa, light ply and spruce.

It should be on display at the concourse at the April ORCC meeting. There is a still lot of

work to do to get it ready.
