NOVEMBER IS MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL TIME 
 

You must renew your membership BEFORE you fly in 2009 
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As I sit here in late October writing this 
article, it is pouring rain, the temperature 
is hovering around 3 degrees, the wind 
is at 33 KPH with gusts to 44 KPH and a 
winter storm watch is in effect.  I hate to 
admit it, but the glider flying season may 
be over for another year.  Let’s hope it is 
not because I have a new glider with 
only about six flights on it that needs 
some air time.  This season began well 
enough with an early start in May, but 
almost immediately it was plagued with 
poor flying conditions on almost every 
weekend and Wednesday evening.  
That pretty much set the tone for the 
whole summer.   
In spite of less than ideal weather 
conditions, the annual glider contest we 
scheduled for the middle of June went 
off as planned.  The traditional two days 
of thermal duration (TD) flying was changed to one day of TD flying (Saturday) and one day of 
Limited Motor Run Glider (LMR) contest (Sunday).  A rather gloomy weather forecast kept the 
attendance down but after setting up our shelters in the rain, the weather cleared up and we ran 
five rounds in relatively dry conditions.  Seven pilots participated and after the scores were 
tallied the usual characters led the pack as follows.     
1st. Gudmund Thompson  
2nd. Dick Mills  
3rd. Aurele Alain  
 
The LMR event on Sunday drew only four competitors.  Aurele Alain was the CD and, with his 
imaginative tasks, the day proved to be both challenging and fun.  The interest in electric gliders 
seems to be on the rise and quite a few of these gliders have been showing up at the field this 
summer.  I©m confident we will hold the event again next year with lots more participants.   
The second major TD contest held this past summer was better attended with twelve 
participants and much more favorable conditions.  Contestants came from Montreal and Trois 
Rivieres to join in the fun.  After the dust settled the following flyers led the score board.     
1st Mark Gervais (MATS) 
2nd Pascal Thiou (C2VM) 
3rd Brian Buchanan (ORCC) 
 
The interest in TD flying remains strong among the existing participants and five new open class 
gliders arrived on the scene this summer.  These are all state-of-the-art hollow-molded 
fiberglass and carbon fibre full house gliders with wing spans from 3.2 metres to 3.7 metres.  
With all these new competition gliders around we expect to have a wonderful TD season next 
year.

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For the past couple of years, the ORCC glider flyers have been participating in an interclub 
thermal duration series with the MATS club in Montreal and the C2VM club, also from Montreal.  
This series is comprised of 5 contests and is designed to keep the interest in TD flying high.  
The ORCC holds 2 events, MATS two events and C2VM one event.  The winner of each 
contest is awarded 1000 points with the other flyers receiving a percentage of the 1000 points 
according to their score.  This year, Pascal Thiou from C2VM took top honours, Mark Gervais 
from MATS was second and our own Gudmund Thompson was third. Let’s all try our best to 
have three ORCC pilots at the head of the pack next year.  We have both the talent and the 
planes to dominate this event.   
 
I wish to point out that the ORCC glider group is not strictly a competition-oriented bunch.  You 
will often find a group of relaxed pilots enjoying a quiet Sunday afternoon, sitting in lawn chairs, 
looking skyward at their gliders dancing from thermal to thermal.   It really is a great way to 
enjoy RC flying.
